PYTHAGORAS THEOREM (3:4:5)

With the zero end of the tape at P take the 36m mark on to the tape
A which lies on the marking line. Take the 9m mark on the tape in
the hand and, ensuring the tape is firmly held at A and B pull both
parts of the tape taut to Q. APG = 90°.
